2010 Community Assistant Fund Recipients
In May 2010, The Junior League of Savannah awarded 5 Community Assistance Fund grants, with total giving of $7,500.00, to the following organizations:

Coastal Georgia Comprehensive Academy/Georgia Network for Educational and Therapeutic Support
Savannah GA
CGCA serves students with SFBD and autism, enhancing academics and positive behaviors in a restrictive environment as part of the federally mandated Individualized Educational Program.  Students in Savannah-Chatham/Effingham schools diagnosed with severe emotional behavior disturbances/disorders to moderate/severe autism are in the program (approximately 170 students from K through 12th grade).  Funding would be used to buy items for the point store which is used to reward students for good behavior.

Faith Equestrian Therapeutic Center, Guyton GA

Faith Equestrian Therapeutic Center provides equine assisted therapeutic riding and other activities to children and adults with special needs and challenges free of charge.  The funding will be used to purchase 2 saddles to accommodate more riders. 

Hope Haven of the Lowcountry, Beaufort SC
Hope Haven is a regionally and nationally accredited Children’s Advocacy and Rape Crisis Center serving Beaufort, Colleton, Hampton, Jasper and Allendale counties.  They provide services to children and adults who have been victimized by sexual violence and their children have been sexually abused or severely physically abused.  Funds will be used to purchase books for their elementary school prevention programs.  Their program has increased to four additional schools, therefore the need for more books.  

Savannah Area Tennis Association – SCCPSS Program, Savannah GA

SATA is partnering with the Savannah-Chatham County Public School System’s Health and Physical Education Department.  The program provides instructors and equipment for SCCPSS PE classes and their after school partnership with the YMCA to teach kids tennis.  The largely scholarship-based program enables kids to engage in an activity they are not otherwise exposed to, and it is a relatively inexpensive sport in comparison to others.  The program also provides clinics for teachers so they can become instructors to sustain and expand the program.  

The benefits of the program is to offer an alternative lifetime recreational fitness sport that provides another venue for physical activity, aids in keeping kids off the street, and promotes character development.  It supports the overall mission of the Health and Physical Education Department in encouraging healthy lifestyles and combating the growing issue of childhood obesity.  SCCPSS is in the process of finalizing this list of participating schools, which includes East Broad and other schools serving at-risk youth.  JLS funding for the program will be designated for purchasing equipment and offering scholarships.

United Ministries of Savannah - Emmaus House, Savannah GA

This program provides lunch to an entire population in Savannah who would otherwise not be able to eat.  The funding will be used to replace one of their freezers.
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
